MR. WALTER HALL'S BEQUESTS.
As already mentioned in the press application has been made for probate of the will of the late Air. Walter Hall, the total value of whoso estate in New; South Wales is declared to be £2,311,000. The will was drawn in 1896, and the executrix and executors are Mrs. Walter R. Hall, Mr. Richard Gardiner Casey, and Mr. Kelso King. The deceased's
widow, Eliza Rowden Hall, is appointed the nesiduary legatee, and succeeds to the the whole of her.husband's property after the bequests in the will and codicils have been discharged.
The testator orders the following legacies to be paid out of his estste: To his wife, £100,000 ; to the wife of his brother, Thomas Skarratt Hall, and her children, £40,000, to be settled in a particular manner set out in the will; to his brother, James Bains Hall, and his wife and children, £40,000, upon certain conditions ; to his trustees, £20,000 on trust, for such lawful local charitable uses as they may think fit; to each child of his brother, James Wesley Hall, £1000; to each child of his uncle, Charles Carlton Skarratt, £6000 ; to Louisa Hall, widow of his brother, Henry Albert Hall, of Porter's Head (England), £5000 ; to his brother-in-law, George Marshall Kirk, of Albion, Brisbane, £5000 ; to each of tne daughters of his late uncle, William Carlton Skarratt, £4000 ; to Donald Skarratt, son of William Carlton Skarratt, £4000; to each of the daughters of his late Carlton Skarratt, £3000 ; to Mrs. Ward, daughter of his uncle, Thomas C. Skarratt, £4000 ; to Harry S. Brothwood, of Leichhardt, chemist, £4000 ; to each of his uncles, Charles Carlton Skarratt and Thomas Carlton Skarratt, £1000 ; to Miss Francis Wippell and G. W. Ellison, of Melbourne, relatives of his widow, £3000 each; to Kelso King, £2000; to his old clerk, Frank Wm. Edwards oi Sydney, £500; to each servant both male and female, in his employment at the time of his death, such sum as 'would equal three months' wages for every year they had been in his employment i; to his trustees, al. the ' principal and interest of the moneys due to him on mortages for the sum of £4000 on properties known as Olderfleet and Rialto, Collins-street, Melbourne, and also on a mortage for the sum of £20,000 on 100 acres of land near Glen Iris-road, near Melbourne, with a direction that the trustees settle the moneys or properties comprised in the mortgages' on the same or similar trusts in favour of the wife and children of his brother, Thomas Skarratt Hall, as they would settle the before mentioned sum of £40,000 ; to William Charles Hall, certain property at Wentworth Falls ; and to George Mlarshall Kirk, a residence at Albion, Brisbane.
The first codicil of the will bequeaths all the real and personal estate to which the testator is entitled, to his wife absolutely ; by the second codicil a second bequest of £30,000 is made to tho trustees on trust, to be used for such lawful charitable bequests in the State of Queensland, as they may think fit. There is, also a bequest of £1000 to his butler, William Shepherd, in addition to the amount to which he becomes entitled under the will..
