ANOTHER RAILWAY FATALITY
        On the 1st February 1928 a fatal accident occured just 3 days after the collision of two trains on the Emu Plains section of the line. It appears that about 3.30 p.m. a young man named xxxx Bunyan had been employed to clear some of the trucks from the previous accident, when he slipped and fell onto the line, Some of the waggons were in  motion at the time and the wheels ran over the poor fellow's leg, which was terribly mangled.

       He was immediately attended by Dr Johnson of Penrith and was transported to the Sydney Infirmary which was reached between  6 & 7 o'clock that evening. He was placed in the accident ward under the care of  Dr Marsden who found that he had a compound fracture of the thigh. He gradually worsened and succumbed to his wounds, about 2 hours after admissionm. Mr Bunyan was 27yrs, unmarried and a nephew of George E. Bunyan (Emu Plains) 
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Mushroom tunell:   Council has asked us to write a letter to the General Manager stating our concerns and possible recommendations for the tunnel. This has been done. Awaiting a reply from BMCC. A copy was also forwarded to Stuart Ayres office. Our concerns are:

1) Possible damage to the fabric of the Tunnel cause by flooding at the Eastern Portal.

2) The application by the Crown to fence the site to aid management of the clean up will possibly impact on the walking track used by residents of the Knapsack Street area. It is really the only safe way for walkers to access Glenbrook Village easily.

3) Commercial waste and abandoned vehicles and other assorted broken rusty machinery – this has been an issue for at least 17 years.

4) Weeds and rubbish compromising Knapsack/Tunnel Gully Creek,

5) Weed overgrowth outside Eastern Portal – Weeds also grow up through and around the abandoned vehicles and machinery outside the Western Portal.

6) Assorted tumbledown sheds and at least one dilapidated caravan.
             The Society will get a Mobile telephone for the use of the Secretary and after this new brochures will be printed ready for Australia Day stall.

             Joan spoke to Mark Greenhill on Monday Re: Welcome Wall there is a fault in the date put up as 1883 should have been 1885 carved in stone. Mark said he will personally see to it. Pam T. said a couple of letters are falling off .

On May 12th 1813, Gregory Blaxland, William Lawson & William C. Wentworth climbed Lapstone Hill, passed through what is now known as Glenbrook Oval. After the explorers came the road-builders, Lt. William Cox and his 30 handpicked, well inclined, hardy convicts, with eight soldiers as guards- overseers, began the first road across the Blue Mountains on July 18th 1814. It was completed in six months - a remarkable fee of engineering.
