."The Walk with Robin Hurburgh and Peter Hibbert”
 Both first cousins x 2 generations on from Lee Weller, were accompanied by Eliz. Saxton, Jason Foster and led by Doug Knowles. The weather overcast and rain threatening on the short walk to the murder site. Both Robin & Peter photographed the stone arrangement and also the inscriptions on the surrounding rock  face.

All agreed with Robin's remark that notwithstanding the aboriginal claims, that this spot was definitely a whitefeller's  sacred site. The party then returned to the Guide Hall for luncheon with other club members. Robin was invited to address the members. She commenced her address with the remark that much had been written about Mr Butler but little had been recorded on the victim, Capt Lee Weller, and proceeded her talk on the life of Lee Weller.  Robin commenced this research many years ago and her address was exhaustive and very interesting. She commenced with Lee’s childhood, his family, siblings and even grand parents. Details of family history, their life styles and the towns they lived in England,

were all covered. At age of 14, Lee entered the Maritime Academy and graduated as a Captain. He married and over the years travelled to many continents as a Captain. In 1896 he decided to put up his sea legs, go to Australia with his wife, and seek a different life style. They arrived safe and sound in Newcastle as passengers. But not long after arriving the first fateful event occurred, his wife died suddenly from “Illness of the heart”…. today we would say “heart attack”.   Lee then travelled to Sydney to commence a new life . Here the next fateful event occurred, he replied to an advertisement for a partner in the S.M.H. “No experience necessary”. As Robin remarked  ”the rest is history and well recorded”. She also remarked that when she commenced this long journey she never in her wildest dreams thought she would visit Capt Weller’s grave site nor would she meet a direct descendent of the  last person to see him alive. She thanked Tim and his late father for tending to the grave site for all these years and presented him with a book, which she had researched and written, on the life of Capt Lee Weller, and presented a plaque to Tim recognising his part in tendering the grave and keeping history alive
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
