SCHOOL DAYS GLENBROOK 1881 -1892
        Way back in the 1880‘s in the little village of Glenbrook there were problems with public education for the few children atttending school. In those days children were issued with a PASS to attend a public school which was issued by Dept. of  Instruction in Sydney. In 1881 the residential population of Glenbrook was about 50-60 and 12 children travelled by train to Springwood. Probably some public servant in Sydney looked on a map and discovered that Emu Plains was closer to Glenbrook than Springwood and thus PASSES would now be issued for the children to attend Emu Plains Public School. What a commotion this started in the small village.

       Mr Miles, a local resident, writes to < Secretary Dept. of Public Instruction October 1881......Sir.. I beg to lay before you the following statement on behalf of myself and neighbours, we have some 11 or 12 children at Glenbrook who have been in the habit of attending the Public School at Springwood ever since it has been opened until this last month, since it has been decided that Emu Plains Public School is nearer to Glenbrook, we cannot now send our children to Springwood as we cannot get passes for them ,only to Emu Plains, and I beg to show you the difficulties we are under in this respect. 8 out of the children are girls under the age of 10yrs and in sending them to Emu Plains School they can only be conveyed by trian to Emu Plains Station, they then have  to walk 1 ½ mile (2.5K) to the school from the station. The school is only as the crow flies, nearest to Glenbrook, and I do not think the Act  was ever intended to put such difficulties as this in the way of children attending Public Schools. When going to Springwood School, they were taken taken up close to their home and set down close to the school and brought back the same way in good time and without any delay to the trains........... we hope Sir that you will be kind enough to get this altered for our children‘s sake...... We are Sir yours respectly W.Miles >  

     Mr W Miles was not the only one to write, he was supported by the Principal of the Springwood Public School who penned a letter to the Dept. on Oct 1st 1881  < Parents of pupils residing at Glenbrook & Blaxland  have requested me to place before you the great inconvenience and hardship their children will have to endure, if they are compelled to attend School at Emu Plains 

    I have no doubt that if all the facts are properly placed before you, their case will receive your favourable consideration, and to advance their interests I enclose letters which the parents concerned have sent to me.

    I am personally interested in your recent decision about the issue of passes, in asmuch as it will  considerably reduce the attendance of pupils at the school under my charge and consequently lower our numbers as these children mainly support the school,  for the population of Springwood is not large enough to support one without them.

    Considering the question of convenience, I may also inform you that I have been of some service to the Railways Dept. having for the last three years personally supervised the arrival and departure of these children, so that there should be no delay or trouble to the Officers of your Dept. and considering the additional labour this has involved, though not my duty, this fact alone ought to induce you to remove this obstacle in the way of children attending school at Springwood. The more so, as it is the School they have  attended, and still desire to attend.....I have the honour to be your most obedient servent, Mr Showe Principal >
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     It appears that the residents must have succeded as children from Glenbrook & Blaxlend attended at Springwood until the new school opened at Glenbrook on May 9th. 1892. This saved them from leaving home about 7 am and then not returning till about 5 pm  It is also interesting to note that Springwood in 1881 could not support a school. Attending the closest school was in place for the next 100yrs, now replaced , with the advent of modern transport, by attendance of your choice. Pge 3:-

      Opening of the new school, which was built in the NE corner of Glenbrook park, was not without it‘s problems either, a very young Miss Sylvia Hall of 21yrs was sent to Glenbrook as a teacher to commence the school.  Sylvia had started her career as a probationary pupil teacher, age 14 yrs, at Redfern Infants School on May 30th 1886 and promoted to a pupil teacher on Oct 16th 1886. She was transfered to Paddington Girls Public School on Jan 6th 1887, then had a short appointment at Glenmore Road Infants from Sept to Oct 1891 before being asked to act as a sole teacher at Glenbrook on April 28th 1892. Sylvia stayed at Glenbrook until Dec 1893 being transfered to Mt Victoria. Her last appointment was at Thirlmere 1904 and retired 1906.  It is not recorded whether she married or not, she reired age 38yrs.
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     It must have been a great culture shock from commencing her career in the inner city for 7 years then arrive at Glenbrook, age 21yrs. , population about 100, and sole teacher. Her problems started on her first day, the school had no furniture!!!!!! Probably had no paper either as she writes a letter to Dept of  Public     Instruction on borrowed letterhead as follows:-
Glenbrook May 9th 1892.... Sirs, I have

 the honor to state that I was unable to open the school today, owing there being no furnitures. Some of the scholars mustard, and I took the names of twenty-eight. I am informed that there are some forty scholars, half of which are camp children. Your obedient servant ….Sylvia Hall                            
  Major Shallard (Major was his christian name ) also wrote to the Dept. on May 23rd 1892:-< I beg to inform you that even with the new seats..not half the children have sitting accommodation. There are nearly 60 children attending & they require at least 5 more seats. They also require an assistant as one teacher cannot possibly pay proper attention to so many. Also the want of closer accomodation, there are no neighbours near the school, it must be very inconvenient for the teacher.>
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       Major Shallard must have been a resident of some importance, claiming to have the largest Bee Farm in Australia, with 850 hives in Glenbrook and a depot in Leichhardt. He operated from a parcel of land between Belata St. & Explorers Rd. He must have had some influence as on 8th June 1892 a telegram from the Inspector of schools reads:-< Glenbrook furniture recommended frcm Sydney some weeks ago will make an early report... as to accommodation >  …. 4 more forms were sent. Telegrams in 1892 were sent through railway‘s system , a common practice in small locations.

       The school population had rapidly increased due to the influx of railway workers and their families, they are the camp children in Sylvia‘s letter. These large camps remained in Glenbrook & Blaxland until the completion of the deviation & duplication of railway.  
 WHEN WAS THIS LETTER REALLY WRITEN ?

BEFORE THE LAST ELECTION ?
From the Nepean Times, 12th April  1890
        Dear Sir,    I would like to bring your notice the peculiar way in  which the Roads Dept. do their work  Some 2 years ago they had a survey made from Glenbrook to the Bathust Rd., about 2 miles (5K). Not being satisfied they had 2 more surveys made. Then they called for tenders, and after getting them in, withdrew work. We were told that a committee at Springwood objected to the route.........after further discussion, he then goes on to say.....The present track is impassable. The Butcher & Baker cannot get in. One man got bogged on horseback! I smashed my waggon on one ocassion.  Do they want someone to be killed, or is there some underground engineering going on to get the money spent elsewhere, Springwood for instance.    Yours etc MAJOR SHALLARD.
        Yes, the same Major Shallard from the Bee Farm. He must have been passionate about Glenbrook. Was he successful with this campaign? Remember in this era, the resident populations of Glenbrook and Springwood were similar.

A FATAL TRAIN ACCIDENT 1878
       Before the completion of the Lapstone tunnel deviation a single line linked the coastal plains 

with the western slopes. At several places the line was duplicated to allow trains to wait so as to clear 

 a train in the [image: image6.jpg]


opposite direction. The first on the mountains was Wascoe Siding (now Glenbrook), as 

all trains stopped here to receive water. The next was at 

Blue Montains (now Lawson). Sydney bound trains would 

wait at Wascoe Siding until the way was clear for them to

 travelWASCOE down the Lapstone Zig-Zag.  
         On the evening of  Wednesday 30th January 1878 

the Station Master at Penrith received a message that a 

special goods train carrying coal & shale would wait at 

Wascoe Siding. He then allowed a waiting West bound 

goods train to proceed to Wascoe Siding. 
       As the west bound train approached the mountains, the WASCOE SIDING c1990 (now Glenbrook)        driver was surprised to see a light moving on the line,

 expected to meet at Wascoe Siding was in fact hurtling down the hill towards his train
       Whistles blew and brakes screamed, to no avail, and a collision was about to happen. The engines collided and rolled down the embankment dragging trucks with them. Sparks flew from the crushed 

boilers and the coal and shale caught alight. The driver from the West bound train survived the

accident and was able to report the incident firsthand. The other crew members did not survive the

collision. Ironically the accident had occured opposite St. Paul cemetry at Emu Plains 
     GLENBROOK & DISTRICT HISTORICAL SOCIETY Inc.
